What is this product?

Type: Shares of a Sub-Fund of Amundi Index Solutions, a SICAV.

Term: The term of the Sub-Fund is unlimited. The Management Company
may terminate the fund by liquidation or merger with another fund in
accordance with legal requirements.

Obijectives: This Sub-Fund is passively managed.

The objective of this Sub-Fund is to track the performance of NASDAQ-
100 Index, and to minimize the tracking error between the net asset value
of the Sub-Fund and the performance of the Index. The Sub-Fund aims to
achieve a level of tracking error of the Sub-Fund and its index that will not
normally exceed 1%.

The Index is a Total Return Index : dividends paid by the index constituents
are included in the Index return.

NASDAQ-100 Index is an equity index representative of securities issued
by non-financial companies listed on the NASDAQ stock exchange, an
American market which specifically includes American and non-American
stocks.

The Index value is available via Bloomberg (XNDX).

The Sub-Fund will apply an Indirect Replication methodology to get
exposition to the Index. The Sub-Fund will invest into a total return swap
(financial derivative instrument) delivering the performance of the Index
against the performance of the assets held. Derivatives are integral to
the Sub-Fund's investment strategies.
